Rules: 
Coaches will be required to provide a tournament roster and show players proof of age prior to play. 
Games shall be 6 innings or 1hr 30 minutes.  Run Rule: 15 after 3, 10 after 5. 
NBC rules will be in effect. Team must have 8 players to begin play. 
Pitchers may pitch no more than 4 innings or (90 pitches) per day (1 pitch = 1 inning) 
Teams should be at park ready to play 30 minutes prior to game time. 
All rostered players must play (1 at bat 1 inning defense) Full roster batting is allowed - no reentry for pitchers in same game. 
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
